By 

1962 an additional eight classrooms were built as well as a 

gymnasium, fully equipped kitchen, library, faculty room and 

principalôs office.  

In 1986 an all day kindergarten was established as well as a 

school board. At this time there were all lay teachers in the 

school. 

A Pre-K program was started in 1996 as well as a 

before/after school program. In 2003 a state of the art 

science lab and media center were established.
